5.       MISSION                               
 
            The mission of the club is to:

             To promote a vibrant and healthy cycling club that will attract family participation as well as

             To encourage and promote all forms of road cycling be it amateur competitive and non-

To promote, control and stage amateur cycling meetings and individual events in the area of  jurisdiction of the Kwazulu – Natal Cycling Union and Lower South Coast.
To do all such things a may be necessary or deemed necessary for the management of the CLUB and for the due carrying out of the above-mentioned objectives and those of the Kwazulu - Natal CyclingUnion and the South African Cycling Federation.

 

To co-operate with and in any other way act in conjunction with other clubs affiliated to the Kwazulu-Natal Cycling Union for the purpose of promoting cycling  and furthering the interests of the Club

To provide for the training and coaching of individual members and teams.

To promote Annual Club Championships and aggregate events as may be decided upon by the Executive Committee from time to time.

6.                 AFFILIATIONS

Applications for membership must be made in writing to the Club on the prescribed “Proposal Form” and must be renewed annually on the “Renewal Form”.  Such Forms will be found on the internet at www.dura-cycles.co.za
 

All applications must be submitted the committee and presented to the next Committee meeting for acceptance.

 

The Executive Committee shall have the right to refuse any application for membership without assigning any reason for such refusal.

 

The Secretary shall notify a new member of his/her acceptance and shall provide him/her with a copy of the constitution.  The Treasurer shall call upon him/her to pay the amount of the subscription and, until the amount is paid, he/she shall not be entitled to the full privileges of membership.

 

Membership does not give or grant any member any right or title to any of the assets, monies or properties of the club.  The intent and meaning being that the club is the Proprietor of the whole of the assets and no member shall become entitled to any individual right to the Club’s assets or effects.

 

Any member terminating his/her membership must submit the resignation in writing to the Secretary and must pay all dues outstanding.  A clearance will not be issued unless these conditions are carried out.

 

The Executive Committee may appoint visitors to honorary membership for a period not exceeding thirty (30) days.

 

 

Life membership may be granted to persons who, in the opinion of the members at the Annual General Meeting, have rendered outstandingly meritorious service to the Club

 
7.                 RULES

The Emergency Committee may meet at any time and exercise all the powers of the Executive Committee in any matter of emergency provided, however, that any action taken by such Emergency Committee shall be reported at the next meeting of the Executive Committee for confirmation.

 

Meeting of the Executive Committee:
 

The Executive Committee shall meet at least once a quarter for the dispatch of business, adjourn or otherwise regulate their meetings, as they think fit.

 

At least seven days notice shall be given to all members of an Executive Committee meeting.

 

A Meeting of the Executive Committee shall be called by the Honorary Secretary at the request of the Chairman, or in his absence, by the Vice-Chairman and also on the request of two members of the Executive Committee stating their reasons.

9.                 ELECTION OF OFFICE BEARERS
 
The Chairman of the Executive Committee shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting.  The Annual General meeting shall elect four further Executive Committee members and from these four Executive Committee members the Annual General Meeting will elect a Club Captain, for the following disciplines where necessary (Road, Recreational and Development.  At the first Executive Committee meeting the members shall elect the Chairman an Honorary Secretary and/or Treasurer from among the members.

 
The committee shall consist of 4 elected members. 

 
A Chairman

1 Club Captain

2 further elected members.

 
The committee shall further have the power to co-opt members into posts that may become necessary during a year. If the need for such a post shall persist, the necessary amendment shall be made to the constitution at the next AGM.

 
Only members of Senior status shall be elected as Office Bearers.

 Office Bearers may hold dual office.

 
10.                 DUTIES OF OFFICE BEARERS
 
The Chairman shall:

              Preside over all Committee meetings and Annual General or Special General    

              Meetings
The Honorary Secretary shall:

 

Enter all minutes correctly in a book provided for that purpose and present same for confirmation at the next meeting.

 

Conduct such correspondence appropriate to the office.

 

Convene a Committee or Special General Meeting in accordance with this Constitution, provided that if he/she should default, the Chairman shall convene the meeting.

Ensure that no monies or disbursed from the funds of the Club without the permission of the Executive Committee.

 

Present an Income and Expenditure Account at each Annual General meeting and at such other times as may be required by the Committee.

 

 
11.             ELECTION OF HONORY LIFE POSITIONS
 
That the position of Honory Life nominations be proposed and elected with a majority vote from members present at the Annual General Meetings for person/s who have rendered singular service to Dura-Cycles Cycling Club
 
12.             ASSETS AND LIABILITIES
 
The Chairman, Honorary Secretary and/or Treasurer, in their capacity as such for the time being, shall be the Trustees of, and to all intents and purposes, the legal holders of all monies, cups and other properties of the Club and shall deal with same as the Executive Committee may from time to time decide.  They shall have the power to institute of defend any action at law in the name of the Club when authorised to by the Committee.

 
13             FINANCIAL
 
The financial year of the Club shall be from 1st January to 31st December.

 

All funds of the Club shall be lodged in Dura-Cycles Nedbank account .  All cheques and withdrawal orders/ requests  shall be signed by the Chairman and countersigned by the Treasurer or one other member of the Committee authorised to act in the absence of these officials.  Only the members of Dura-Cycles cc will be signatory on the account until such time that the Club is able to afford its own banking account.
The Executive Committee must approve all payments.

 
An examiner shall be appointed by the Executive Committee to examine the books and accounts and submit a report for the Annual General Meeting.

 
14.             ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
 
A General meeting of the Club shall be held once a year.  Such General meeting shall be held as soon as possible after the end of the financial year.  This Meeting shall be called the Annual General Meeting and it shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to submit to such meeting a report and financial statement of the year’s work.

 
15.             SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS
 
The Executive Committee may, whenever they think fit, and they shall upon requisition made in writing and signed by not less than six (6) members of the Club, call a Special General Meeting.
 
16.             METHODOF VOTING AT ANNUAL AND SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS
 

All registered members, members of the Executive Committee and Life Members shall have one (1) vote each.

 
In the case of an equality of votes the Chairman shall have a casting vote in addition to his deliberate vote.

 

All questions submitted to a meeting shall be decided by a show of hands, or ballot, if one third of the members present shall require same before voting takes place, or if the Chairman shall so decide.

 

The vote of the majority of the members present at all meetings, in all cases, shall be binding on the minority.

 
17.             QUORUM AT ANNUAL AND SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS
 
At all General Meetings the quorum shall be six (6) or 75% of the Club’s registered members, whichever is the lesser.

 
18.             PROCEDURE AT ANNUAL AND SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS
         The procedure of the Annual General Meeting shall be as follows:
 

             Reading of notice convening the meeting.

 

Reading and confirming the minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting and of any Special General Meeting held since the previous Annual General Meeting.

 

Reading the Annual Report of the Executive Committee.

 

Receiving the audited Revenue and Expenditure Account for the previous year, considering and adopting same with such resolutions as may be passed in it.

 

To review membership fees.

 

To elect a Chairman and 3 committee members for the next year.

19.             MEMBERSHIP FEES
 
The fees for competitive and non-competitive shall be prescribed at each Annual General Meeting and are due annually.

 

All subscriptions are due on 1st January of each year.  Failure to pay such subscriptions on due date shall render the member in default liable to suspension from the benefits of the Club
 

Subscriptions of members joining after the commencement of the year may be adjusted pro-rata at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

 

The Committee must give 14 days notice of their intention to suspend any member in default for the non-payment of subscriptions.

 

Entries to all Club events shall be free for all registered members with the exception of open events organised by the Club, unless otherwise decided by the Committee. 

 

Levies may be imposed, but only by a decision reached at a General or Special General Meeting, or as laid down from time to time by the Executive Committee.

 

No member shall be entitled to vote on any occasion or be eligible for election as an office bearer if his subscriptions and/or any liabilities to the Club are more than one (1) month overdue.

 
20.             CONDUCT
 
Any member found guilty of contravening the rules of racing as laid down by the South African Cycling Federation shall be reported to the Kwazulu-Natal Cycling Union.

 

If the conduct of any member at any time be considered offensive to the best interests and good name of the Club, the Committee shall be empowered to suspend or expel such member.  Any decision reached by the Committee in accordance with this rule shall be delivered, in writing, to the offender who shall have the right to appeal in writing to the Honorary Secretary within fourteen (14) days of such decision.

 

Such appeal shall be considered by the Chairman and Vice-Chairman and their decision shall be final.
 
 
21.             GENERAL
 
All suggestions and complaints by members of the Club shall be lodged, in writing, with the Secretary for submission to the Committee for their attention.

 

All notices posted on the Club’s official notice board, duly signed by the Honorary Secretary shall be considered due notice to every member of the Club
 

22.             AMENDMENTS
 
Any of the provisions of this Constitution may be repealed, amended or added to in any manner and new provisions may be inserted by an Annual or Special General Meeting of the Club provided:

 

That notice of motion to repeal, amend, add to or insert any provision shall have been received by the Honorary Secretary not less than 14 days prior to the General Meeting at which such meeting will be considered.

 

That such notice specifies the alteration to be proposed.

 

That the proposal appears in the Agenda for the General Meeting.

 

That two thirds of the members entitled to vote are in favour of the motion.

 
23.             COMMENCEMENT
 
The Constitution shall come into operation on the adoption at the Inaugural General Meeting.

 

24.             DISSOLUTION CLAUSE
 
If the Club should be dissolved for any reason, all assets, after liabilities have been met, shall be handed over to an Association having the aims and objectives similar to this Association, or to a recognised Welfare Organisation/s and no financial gain whatsoever shall accrue to any individual whether a member or otherwise. 
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
